Greetings, I have a background of 25+ years in Exporting, initially Cold Storage Buildings, then Machinery, followed by Australian Impressionist Art and then IT. – Computer software.

Our business is 100% IT exports. We assist IT companies enter the Global Market. I would prefer an interview rather than a written submission

So I will be brief.

Present:

The New Exporter program is good – especially the 20 hours of overseas Austrade offices time to assist market entrants. This is about right for one or two countries, so many new exporters only try for one or two countries. Also it cuts out when $200,000 in cumulative sales in any 3 year period.

Suggest:

1. Increase this allowance for companies that are succeeding

2. Allow say 20 hours per country in first year – up to 2 countries – so 40 hours then 10 hours per year for new markets for next 5 years after that.
3. Take an Australian stand annually at Cebit Hannover and provide heavily subsidized booth space and 10 hours of free business matching.
4. Proved use of Austrade Offices free for International Seminars

5. Austrade to use Australian IT
