Former Indian Attorney-General,
Soli Sorabjee, awarded Australian
honour

Senior Advocate of India's Supreme Court and former Attorney-General and
Solicitor-General of India, Mr Soli Sorabjee, has been appointed an honorary
Member (AM) in the General Division of the Order of Australia, for service to
Australia-India bilateral legal relations. The award was announced on

16 March after approval by Australia's Governor-General, His Excellency
Major General Michael Jeffery AC CVO MC (Ret'd).

The award recognizes Mr Sorabjee's outstanding contribution to the development of closer links between Australia and India in
the legal field," said Australia's High Commissioner to India, Mr John McCarthy. "Mr Sorabjee’s professional links with Australia's
judiciary, law academics and other eminent legal figures continue to open opportunities for expanding the links between India and
Australia," the High Commissioner added. "I am delighted that Mr Sorabjee's important work - and by implication the significance
of the expanding legal links - are being recognized with this important award," Mr McCarthy said.

On a visit to Australia in 2000, Mr Sorabjee was an early advocate of the benefits for both India and Australia in using more of
each other's superior court judgments for guidance in cases involving similar areas of law. In a recent legal services mission to
India, led by Australia's Solicitor-General, Mr Sorabjee's active involvement was vital to the mission's success. Mr Sorabjee's
support continues to assist Australia's International Legal Services Advisory Council (ILSAC) in its work in developing Australia-
India links in law and legal services.

Apart from being a former Attorney-General and Solicitor-General of India, Mr Sorabjee has been active in the field of internation-
al human rights law, serving as Special Rapporteur reporting on the human rights situation in Nigeria. In 1999, he was appointed
Personal Envoy of the United Nations High Commission for Human Rights in East Timor. In 2004, Mr Sorabjee was elected as
Chairperson of the 56 th session of the United Nations Sub-Commission on Promotion and Protection of Human Rights. In
addition to his work in the human rights field, Mr Sorabjee is highly respected for his expertise on constitutional issues and
administrative law. He has argued cases of constitutional importance in the Supreme Court.



Senator Coonan Addresses AIBC IT Luncheon

The Australia India Business Council, together with the Australian Information Industry Association (AllA), Department of
Communications, Information Technology and the Arts, NSW Department of State and Regional Development and NASSCOM
(National Association of Software and Service Companies of India) Australia hosted a major IT Industry luncheon on 12 May at
the Menzies Hotel, Sydney. Sponsored by Invest Australia and Financial Network Services, the luncheon brought together all the
major organisations and government agencies actively promoting bilateral links in the ICT Sector.

Senator the Hon Helen Coonan, Minister for Communications, Information Technology and the Arts and Deputy Leader of the
Government in the Senate, was special guest and keynote speaker at the luncheon. The Minister discussed her important visit to
India late last year which included the signing of an agreement with the Indian Government to further develop the ICT links
between the two countries. Senator Coonan spoke highly of the positive potential impact of this agreement and its role in
strengthening both bilateral and business relationships between Australia and India.

In another positive development for the Australia India relationship, CEO of Invest Australia, Gary Draffin announced that the
Government'’s inward investment agency had received significant funding from the Federal Government in the May 2006 Budget
for the purposes of developing several markets, chief among them India, and would be opening offices in Mumbai and Delhi in
August 2006.

The luncheon coincided with a visit by a delegation of IT companies from India who attended the luncheon under the auspices of
NASSCOM. Following the luncheon, the AllA presented a semimar on the Australia and Indian ICT industry capabilities and
facilitated one to one networking.



Australians Help Boost India’s Milk Production

A five year program involving Australian scientists and Indian
dairy farmers has successfully raised the level of milk produc-
tion in parts of India.

Farmers have reported that feed supplements given to cattle
and buffalos from oil seed by-products have increased milk
production by between 10 and 15 per cent in some areas.
Milk has become a major talking point in India thanks to new
cricket sensation Mahendra Singh Dhoni, who was reported to
drink four litres a day - a figure he later corrected to just one
litre. The project started five years ago at the Australian
science research organisation, CSIRO, but was brought to the
University of Sydney in 2002 by Dr Suresh Gulati of the
Faculty of Veterinary Science.

The University has been involved in research and technical
collaboration during the construction of two plants in the Indian
state of Gujarat which turn low cost oil seed by-products, such
as sunflower and canola meal into feed supplements for cattle
to improve their milk yield and quality.

"These supplements have been shown to be cost effective in
providing an extra litre of milk per cow per day, giving extra
money to the village farmer,” said Dr Gulati, speaking at a final
co-ordination meeting at the University. The income is vital in a
marginal area where the proceeds from selling milk from one
or two cows is often people's only source of income.

Those attending included the Consul General of India, Mr
Sujan R Chinoy, Mr Rao Palagummi from the Indian trade
office, Dr Mangat Garg from the National Dairy Development
Board of India and Dr Jani from the Panchmahal district coop-
erative milk producers' union.

The coordination meeting was also attended by Professor
Beryl Hesketh (Pro Vice Chancellor), Professor Gareth Evans
(Acting Dean), Professor Frank Nicholas, Professor Chris
Moran and Dr Scott of the Faculty of Veterinary Science at
Sydney University.

The project - which also involves India's National Dairy
Development Board (NDDB) and the Australian Centre for
International Agricultural Research (ACIAR) - has created
social and economic benefits for rural farmers.

At the inauguration of a by-pass protein plant at Godhra
recently - attended by 10,000 village farmers - Dr Amrita Patel,
chairman of the NDDB, thanked the University and ACIAR for
their involvement, saying: "There are not many institutions one
can work with abroad; who would like to work with problems
faced by farmers in a country like ours?"

In the past 30 years India has grown into the world's largest
producer of milk, with over 90 million tons per year from more
than 300 million head of cattle. But the country still battles with
low levels of milk production per animal due to the predomi-
nantly straw-based diet and poor nutrition.

“This scheme has succeeded in becoming more than just a
temporary solution - a common problem facing research
collaborations”, said ACIAR program manager, Dr Peter Rolfe.
"It has worked to ensure and deliver real benefits and out-
comes that are sustainable beyond the lifespan of the project.

Tenth K R Narayanan Oration 2006

India's Space Enterprise: A Case Study
In Strategic Thinking and Planning

The tenth K R Narayanan Oration will be presented by Dr K Kasturirangan, Director, National Institute of
Advanced Studies, Bangalore, and MP (Rjya Sabha) on Thursday 20 July 2006 - 5.30 pm - at the Common
Room, University House, ANU, Canberra.

India's space program has distinguished itself over the last 45 years by focusing on the societal applica-
tions of advanced technology and through the ingenuity with which it has engaged with a range of disci-
plines and organisations. On shoestring budgets, the program developed state-of-the art satellites and
launch vehicles with a high success rate.

In this lecture, Dr Kasturirangan will argue that the success of India's space program is due to the clear-cut
objectives and vision of pioneering figure Dr Vikram Sarabhai. He will discuss the challenges and triumphs
of the enterprise, before making the case that the Indian project can act as a model for other developing
nations.

Dr Kasturirangan is the Director of the National Institute of Advanced Studies at Bangalore and a nominat-
ed member of the Rajya Sabha, Upper House of the Indian Parliament. He steered the Indian space
program for over nine years as Chairman of the Indian Space Research Organisation, Space Commission
and Secretary to the Government of India in the Department of Space. He was formerly the Director of the
ISRO Satellite Centre and project director for India's first two experimental earth observation satellites.

As an astrophysicist, Dr Kasturirangan's interest includes research in high-energy x-ray and gamma-ray
astronomy as well as optical astronomy. He has made extensive contributions to studies of cosmic x-ray
sources, celestial gamma-ray and effect of cosmic x-rays in the lower atmosphere. His path breaking
research has been honoured with a number of Indian and international awards.

The Narayanan Oration is presented by the  Australia South Asia Research Centre (ANU), the
Australia-India Council and the Research School of Pacific and Asian S tudies (ANU).

Border-Gavaskar Scholarship

Three of India's most promising young cricketers have been awarded the Border-Gavaskar Scholarship through a joint initiative
program between Cricket Australia and the Australia-India Council (AIC). Mr Kshemal Vaingankar (Mumbai Cricket Academy);
Mr Gaurav Dhiman (Karnataka State Cricket Academy); and Mr Pinal Shah (Baroda Cricket Academy) arrived at Cricket
Australia's Commonwealth Bank Centre of Excellence (CBCE) in Brisbane, Queensland on 19 June 2006 and will undertake a
six-week development program. The program is assisted by the Australian Institute of Sport (AIS) Men's program and athletes
have access to CBCE coaches, support staff and facilities. It is designed to provide young cricketers with training and match
practice in Australian conditions and provide experience and understanding of cricket at the elite level.

Welcoming India's young cricket ambassadors, AIC Chairman Darren Gribble said the AIC was delighted to continue to support a
program that provides such a valuable opportunity for emerging young players and to showcase the Commonwealth Bank Centre
of Excellence.

"By building on and strengthening Australia's cricketing links with India, these scholarships play an important part in the AIC's
program to promote mutual understanding through exchanges in many areas, including sport," said Mr Gribble.

The CBCE, Head Coach, Tim Nielson said that the scholars would certainly benefit from their experience at the CBCE. "We pride
ourselves on delivering the best cricket programs available".

The Border-Gavaskar scholarship program is named in honour of cricketing legends and former captains, Allan Border and Sunil
Gavaskar. The scholarship was founded in 2000 as a joint initiative between Cricket Australia and the AIC. The 2006 program is
the seventh annual program and made financially possible by the support of the AIC and the Board of the Control for Cricket in
India (BCCI).

Winners are chosen by India's BCCI committee, chaired by Sunil Gavaskar where the committee make decisions by analysing the
player's performances in under-19 and under-22 tournaments. Judges consider potential and specialisation when making
selections. The players will compete in the Emerging Players Tournament in July 2006.

Following is a brief summary of the player's involved in the program.

1. Kshemal Vaingankar (Mumbai Cricket Academy).

Right arm medium pace bowler who has been a product of the National Cricket Academy in the under-22 age category. He plays
for the Mumbai Cricket Association in the under-22 age group and was also selected for the All India University Team. In the last
domestic season, he took 40 wickets at an average of 15.2.

2. Gaurav Dhiman (Karnatatka State Cricket Academy). Right hand opening batsman and a right arm medium pace bowler who
has been with the National Cricket Academy in the under-19 age group for the last three years. He was a member of the India
under-19 team for the last World Cup and performed very well. He was also a member of the Karnataka State Cricket
Association team which visited Australia in 2005. A future prospect for the national team.

3. Pinal Shah (Baroda Cricket Academy). Wicket keeper and right hand middle order batsman. He is a product of the NCA
under-19 squad and a member of the India under-19 team for the last World Cup. He has performed very well during the last
couple of seasons and plays for Baroda Cricket Association for the Ranji Trophy Tournament.

Relevant
fields of study include management; economics; business; political science; philosophy; history; law; and public policy. In 2007,
priority fields will include international trade; disease pandemics; security; and clean energy. Applications are now open and will
close on 31 July 2006 for commencement at an Australian University in January 2007.

The Australia-India Council (AIC) was established in 1992 in
response to a recommendation by the Senate Standing
Committee on Foreign Affairs, Defence and Trade, following
an enquiry into Australia’s relations with India.

The Council initiates or supports a range of activities designed
to promote a greater awareness of Australia in India and a
greater awareness of India in Australia, including visits and
exchanges between the two countries, development of
institutional links, and support of studies in each country of
the other.

The Council offers support, in the form of funding, for projects
likely to contribute to the development of the relationship within
the context of AIC objectives and guidelines.
