USING THE LOGO

The Australia-Malaysia Institute (AMI) logo is available for download by grant recipients and other approved organisations.  It can be used in print and electronic media as well as other applications such as signage, team uniforms and sporting gear.

It is a condition of funding that AMI grant recipients include the AMI logo and acknowledge the AMI’s support in all promotional material and publications, including websites.  The following acknowledgement must be used in association with the logo where possible:

LOGO ELEMENTS

The logo is composed of the Australian Government crest and the AMI logo and symbol.  The crest and AMI logo are locked together.  The elements of the logo may not be separated and used individually nor altered in any way.

The logo should be within a clear area free from other text and graphics.
