The Australia Awards Scholarships are long term development awards administered by the Department of Foreign Affairs and Trade (DFAT). They aim to contribute to the long-term development needs of Australia’s partner countries in line with bilateral and regional agreements. 
The Australia Awards Scholarships provide opportunities for people from developing countries to undertake full-time undergraduate or postgraduate study at participating Australian universities and Technical and Further Education (TAFE) institutions. Through study and research opportunities in Australia, the Australia Awards Scholarships develop the skills and knowledge of individuals to drive change and contribute to the development outcomes of their own country. 
Australia Awards Scholarships recipients are required to return home for two years after they have completed their studies in order to contribute to the development of their country. 
This User Guide is designed for people applying for an Australia Awards Scholarship. The Guide introduces applicants to the Online Australia Awards Scholarships Information System (OASIS) which is used to submit online Australia Awards Scholarship applications, and steps them through the application process.
Online applications for the 2025 Intake of Australia Awards Scholarships will be open in OASIS on Thursday, 01 February 2024 and close at 11:59 Australian Eastern Standard Time (AEST) on Tuesday, 30 April 2024. Please be aware that not all eligible countries permit online applications.

· Not applying for a visa to live in Australia.

		2. Eligibility to apply

Help Text

Character Limits
‘Free text fields’ are fields or boxes, that form part of the OASIS application, and which allow you to enter additional information to support your application. These fields have Character Limits.

It is important that you stay within the character limit as OASIS will not allow you to enter more than the limit.  You will be not be able to complete and submit your application until you have removed the additional characters.

Before beginning an application for an Australia Awards Scholarship, applicants must request access to OASIS. The first step is to register in OASIS as this will enable you to logon, create and complete an application.
If you have submitted an application for a previous intake round you will already be registered in OASIS, and you will not need to register again. 
If you cannot remember your password you will be able to reset your password by entering your email address, selecting Register New Account, and entering your answer to the ‘reminder question’.  This will send a temporary password to your email address.

Now that you have registered on OASIS and created your password you will be able start your online application.
You do not need to start, finish and submit your application all at once; you can complete your application in stages over a period of time. However, you must remember to submit your application by the deadline on 30 April 2024.  It recommended that you submit your application prior to the deadline as OASIS will experience large traffic closer to the deadline and this may result in your application not being submitted.

One Time Password (OTP)
Once you have established your logon and password, each time you logon to OASIS you will receive notification of the One Time Password (OTP)
The OTP is automatically generated after existing credentials are entered and validated and will be sent to an email address registered to your account.  
The OTP is a password that is used once and then expires.
The OTP will be valid for a period of time, if you fail to enter the OTP within this time period, you will be required to re-enter your credentials to obtain a new one.  Please remember to check your spam folders in case the email has been redirected.
